A TOT on HP GET-IT took place from 21- 25 June, 2009. The training was given by 3 certified MEA-I MAP/GET-IT Master Train-

ers; Ana Barfield, Munir Ahmed, as well as Nada Rady a member of Net-Aman and a certified master trainer  . The training was held 

at the Suzanne Mubarak Women's International Peace Movement (SMWIPM) headquarters. More than 15 Egyptian participants took 

part. The 5 days TOT consisted of 5 main modules with each module having 3 different topics. 

GET-IT (Graduate Entrepreneurship Training through IT) is one of HPôs flagship social investment initiatives and helps young un-

employed people and graduates ï aged 16 to 25 ï acquire the business and IT skills to enter professional life or to create their own 

businesses. 

In the TOT, the participants were trained on how to train young entrepreneurs on using different technology applications to solve the 

business challenges which they may face in their small businesses (micro-enterprises). Therefore, the main objectives of the HP GET

-IT are to encourage the young entrepreneurs to start their own business and to manage it successfully by themselves. The training 

also aimed at developing the skills of the participants and giving them clear guidance, as well as a structured methodology in order to 

be capable enough to train others. 

  It is worth mentioning that one of the trainers was Net Amman member, Nada Rady attended the Micro-enterprise Acceleration 

Program (MAP) TOT in Geneva, 27 April ï 1 May 2009
